7. On the weeds, YES they are very bad already.  This year is going to be
one of the bad years.  Mainly, the ice went out a month early this year. In
a normal year, ice goes out the end of April, weeds grow thru May and we
begin harvesting the first of June.  This year, the weeds had all of April
and May to grow before we could begin harvesting the first of June.  I did
contact the DNR office that issues the permit to the LMA with the starting
date for harvesting to see if we could get a variance and start in May.
They would not allow us to begin harvesting before June 1st. That being
said, we are harvesting as much as we can.  We have had a few mechanical
break downs on the harvester that caused delays in the harvesting
operations.  The weather also plays a role of when and where the harvester
can operate.  Wind is literally the driving force.  The harvester is
basically a barge with paddle wheels to provide both propulsion and steering
and is easily pushed around by the wind.  Members of the LMA board monitor
the lake and inform the harvesting crew of areas of heavy weed growth.  The
harvesting crew will then try to get to those areas as soon as possible.
Again, the harvester is an older machine and is often in need of repair.  If
you would like to make a donation to be used directly for harvesting
operations, please feel free to mail one in and indicate that it is meant to
be used on the harvesting operations.  We have a board member meeting on
Saturday, July 10th at 9:00 AM at the LMA garage on hwy #6 if you would like
to come by.  We are in need of both board members and volunteers
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
