Hello Members,

This past Saturday we had the 2010 Lake Minnewawa Association Annual
meeting.  I would like to thank the board members for their help and
participation and the (12) members that were at the meeting.  Here are a
few notes for those who could not attend.

1. Congratulations to Emil and Janna Borg for winning the patio set and
to Bill Nietzel for winning the log bench.  Thanks again the the Zell
family for donating the patio set and to Tre' Products for donating the
log bench.  The total proceeds were $1370.00 for the raffle.  Thank you
to all who purchased the raffle tickets.

2. The LMA has been in contact with Rick Bruesewitz, DNR Fisheries, on
the possibility of having Lake Minnewawa put back on the list of lakes
for walleye stocking.  It is a long process with many steps to get to
the point of actual stock, but we are on our way.  The first step is to
have the lake survey done.  It has been moved up to be done next year
and updated to a every 3 year schedule.  Based on that survey, an
evaluation will be made of the walleye population and a decision on
stocking can then be made.  One concern is the amount of northern pike
in the lake.  These pike prey on both the small walleye and the forage
base that the walleye feed on.  A northern pike management plan will
possibly be a part of the walleye stocking program.  We will keep you
informed as information becomes available.  The 2007 fish population
report and historical netting report from the DNR will be posted on the
LMA web site.

3. There is a new report and action plan from the MN Pollution Control
Agency on the water quality for Big Sandy and Lake Minnewawa.  As Pat
McGinn indicated in his report at the annual meeting, there have been
many projects implemented in the water shed that have effected the water
quality and clarity of Lake Minnewawa and Big Sandy.  Please feel free
to go to the following link for more information.
